Executive Summary:

This by right building permit was approved on October 25, 2016; as construction of the site
progressed ground water was encountered within a few feet below the excavation, the design has
an on-site infiltration system for the 100 year storm event; however, do to the groundwater
encountered it necessitated an overflow connection to the City’s drainage system. Based on a
site visit | performed on June 27" and speaking with neighbors who have experienced high
groundwater | requested that the engineer of record incorporate 2 lateral stubs for future
connections from the neighbor’s properties.

Conditions & Special Provisions:

Executive Summary:

This existing dwelling is experiencing issues with groundwater in the basement; the engineer of
record performed [two test pits] for on —site soil evaluation and found that groundwater (mottles)
were between [24-26"] below the surface of the ground; therefore, infiltration on site is not
practical.

The design has a sump pump from the basement and discharge pipe to a (5’x 10’) gravel
leaching pit in the front yard with a 4” overflow pipe and a 4” perforated (roof runoff) drain pipe,
both connecting to a drain manhole on site; then a proposal to extend the drain main within
Suffolk Road approximately 160-feet to receive the excess water. The Policy for overflow
connection systems has been to infiltrate on site to the maximum extent as possible, then allow

the overflow connection to the City system. To one extent engineer of record is attempting to
comply with this policy, however; this proposed system is slightly different from what this office
has seen in the past, as we cannot accurately assess how much groundwater will be introduced
into the drainage system. In the past, overflow connections were designed exclusively for excess
surface runoff which we can quantify via various stormwater modeling analysis.

The engineer of record will have to determine downstream capacity and any impact from this
proposal; prior to any construction.

The applicant is funding 100% of the construction costs.

If a sump pump is connected to this overflow connection and the dwelling is heated via
an oil heat system, a MDC oil separator will be required prior to the final overflow
connection.

If any service connections are disturbed by the contractor of record during construction,
they shall be updated and replaced to the City’s current Construction Standards.

All downstream catch basins shall be retrofitted with an approved type of siltation control
devices, details of this shall be submitted to the City Engineer. The contractor of record
shall maintain these catch basins throughout the construction process, and ensure that
street and property flooding does not occur during construction.

The contractor of record shall contact the Newton Police Department and arrange for
Police Detail to help residents navigate around the construction equipment and since the
street has underground nature gas main, the Police Officer can contact emergency
response personnel.
