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Authorization of a revised FY20 budget for Community Preservation

HER HONOR THE MAYOR requesting authorization of a revised FY2020 budget for the
Community preservation Program, increasing the total budget from four million one
hundred seven thousand eight hundred and fifty-eight dollars ($4,107,858) to four
million three hundred thirteen thousand and forty-six dollars ($4,313,046). The
Community Preservation Committee approved the revised budget on September 10,
2019 and it must be approved by the City Council before the City’s FY2020 tax
classification hearing in November. The budget reflects new information that was not
available for the CPC’s and City Council’s Spring 2019 annual operating budget
deliberations and votes. The revised budget includes FY2020 CPA surcharge revenue
of exactly 1% of the total real estate levy in the FY2020 General Fund budget as well
as changes in the 11.5% state matching revenue, as allowed by the State Department
of Revenue.
